What does God do for you when God
guides you?
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Ever had a really weird dream? Well, Joseph had at
least a couple of them. In fact, God spoke to him
in his dreams! God told Joseph in a dream to leave
Bethlehem, a city in Judea, and take his family to
Egypt. Joseph was told that Herod was going to try
to kill Jesus. Joseph and Mary obeyed right away, and
off to Egypt they went. And it's a good thing because
Herod did come looking for Jesus. In fact, Herod was
so set on killing Jesus that he had all the boys in
Bethlehem who were Jesus' age killed. After Herod
died, God told Joseph it was OK to go back to Israel.
But God warned him to stay away from Judea and to
live in Nazareth instead. Joseph and Mary followed
God's guidance all the way (Matthew 2:13-23).

What do Joseph and Mary’s actions show about
trusting God'’s guidance?

How does God guide you?

How can you learn to recognize and follow God's
guidance right away?

Take a family drive, and let each person in the car
guide the driver during a certain portion of the trip.
You could go to local destinations such as a school,
a store, or a restaurant. As each person guides the
driver, try to make the directions specific. Instead of
saying, “Drive to the grocery store,” give directions
such as, “Turn right at this corner,” and “Drive south
for 2.3 miles.”

Bring a map or GPS for reference. After the drive,
stop for a meal or a treat. As you eat, talk about what
it was like to give directions or listen carefully for
directions during the drive. Then talk about how to
learn to listen to God's directions in life. Commit to
try listening for God'’s guidance all the time, not just
during times of trouble.




JUNIOR: WEEK 1

READY, GROW!

Let God guide you this week:

Commit to reading the Bible every day. As you read, ask yourself two questions: “What
does this passage say?” and “How is God inviting me to change my life because of

what | just read?”

Where do you need God's guidance right now? Commit to praying to God each day
for that situation. Seek the advice of a trusted adult or friend to help you understand
what God's wisdom might be, and ask them to help you keep your commitment to
go wherever God leads.

Reflect on how God has guided you in the past, and write a list of those moments
down. Hang them in your room to remind you that on the hard days, God guides you!

What do you believe about Jesus, the Son
of God?
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In today’s Bible passage, John the Baptist was
preaching to the people, telling them to stop
disobeying God. He was also baptizing people
in the Jordan River. This baptism was symbolic,
showing that they wanted to turn away from sin.
One day, when John was preaching and baptizing,
Jesus showed up and asked to be baptized! Well,
John knew who Jesus was, so at first he refused.
He figured Jesus should baptize him! But Jesus
insisted. After He was baptized, God spoke out loud.
(Wow! Did you catch that? God spoke out loud!) He
told John, Jesus, and everyone standing around that
Jesus is God's Son. (Matthew 3:13-17)

What does it mean to hear God's voice?
Why is it important to know who Jesus is?

On a big sheet of paper, draw an outline of a person
(Wwho will represent Jesus). Write “Jesus is..” at the
top of the paper. Give everyone a marker, and let
family members write words or draw symbols
inside the outline, indicating who Jesus is to them.
Continue until everyone runs out of things to write.
Then examine what you've written, and close with a
prayer thanking God for sending Jesus.

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John the Baptist was telling people some pretty
amazing things. One day as Jesus walked by, John
said, “Look, the Lamb of God!" Two of John's disciples
heard what John said, so they started following
Jesus instead. They must have figured if John said
Jesus was the one to follow, it was a good idea to
follow him! Jesus turned around and asked what
they wanted. Then he invited them to spend some
time with Him. The Bible doesn't tell us what was
said when they were together, but it must have
been awesome! One of the disciples, Andrew, went
to tell his brother Simon about Jesus. In fact, Andrew
was so excited, he told Simon they had found the
Messiah and took Simon to meet Jesus right away.
When Jesus saw Simon, he changed Simon’'s name
to Peter (which means “rock”). But that's not all—
Jesus changed Peter’s life! (John 1:35-42)

How has knowing Jesus changed your life?

Why is it important to show others Jesus' love?
What's hard about talking about Jesus? How can
you make it easier?

As a family, make a list of each family member’s
friends. Then write reasons why each of those people
is a friend, such as “Amy listens” or “Bob helps me.”
Then talk about how Jesus is our friend. Do that
by substituting the name of Jesus for the people’s
names on the reasons why they're friends. For
example, instead of “Amy listens,” say “Jesus listens.”
Instead of “Bob helps me,” say “Jesus helps me."
You'll find that Jesus shows almost every quality of
a human friendship—and a lot more. Post your list
of how Jesus is your friend on your refrigerator or
other place everyone can see it. Every day look at the
list and choose one of Jesus' friendship qualities and
thank Him for it. Jesus is your friend!
